          Eligibility: To be considered eligible for an IFEC scholarship, you must be a full-time student enrolled as of March 15, 2008, in a United States accredited post-secondary educational institution working toward an associate's, bachelor's or master's degree.Your expected graduation date must be no earlier than December 31, 2008.  The combination of your work experience, prior education or training and current course of study should indicate preparedness for the pursuit of a career in editorial, public relations, photography, food styling or a related aspect of communications in the foodservice industry. You should have a strong academic record, good character references and demonstrate financial need.

           Majors considered applicable in the foodservice area include culinary arts, hotel, restaurant and institutional management, hospitality management, dietetics, nutrition, food science and technology, and related studies. Applicable majors in the communications area include journalism, public relations, mass communication, English, broadcast journalism, marketing, photography, graphic arts, and related studies.

          Awards selection: The number of awards and amounts given may vary. In recent years, four to six awards in amounts of $1,000 to $3,750 have been granted. A committee made up of members of the International Foodservice Editorial Council (IFEC) reviews the applications and selects the winners. Recipients are notified by mid-July.

          About IFEC: IFEC is a non-profit membership association of foodservice communicators. Its 250 members include writers and editors, public relations and marketing communications professionals, educators and consultants working in communications functions in the foodservice industry. Through its scholarship program, IFEC aims to increase awareness and understanding of career opportunities available in the field of foodservice communications and to encourage the entry of qualified professionals into the field. Along with this form, you must submit an official transcript of your current or last year of study and two letters of recommendation from a supervisor, teacher, advisor or other foodservice or communications professional familiar with your skills.
